PQ - Pocket Query. A download of up to 1000
caches with all details including descriptions,
hints, logs & attributes (no gallery/spoiler
photos)

GPX file (GPS eXchange) — a file that can contain
full cache details

LOC file (GPS Location) - a file containing just
cache name and coordinates (no details)
